General Membership Meeting

May 11, 2010

Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Cathy Goff, President.

Director’s Report – Mike Hudson expressed deep thanks and appreciation for the outstanding Booster contributions in support of Alice in Wonderland.
He also reported that he has a group of students ready to go to the Thespian Conference at the University of Nebraska May 21-27.
In addition, he announced that he will be holding free summer Tech workshops on the 2nd or 3rd Saturday in August. The workshops are open to any interested students and will cover the following topics: 1) robotic lighting, 2) beginning and advanced sound work, and 3) make-up (standard and old age).  In addition, a clean out day for the costume closet and the loft will be scheduled for late summer.
Alice Wrap-up – Cathy Goff reported great success with Alice in Wonderland and noted that between 1,100 and 1,200 people attended the performances. She also expressed appreciation to the Collins family for hosting another wonderful cast party. 
Online Ticket Sales – Cathy Goff noted that she has researched the possibility of instituting online ticket sales for the upcoming theatre season, and that Westfield and Robinson High Schools use ticketleap.com. Ticketleap charges a small convenience fee for each ticket, and that is their payment. There is no cost to the school. Cathy will work with the Booster ticket coordinator over the summer for possible implementation of the system in the fall.

Mia Saunders – The next Mia Saunders dance performance is June 6 at 4:00 p.m. Cathy Goff reminded members that Mia Saunders is the source for all of the Booster scholarship funds. Mia Saunders will be needing help with ushers, ticket sellers, and concessions. Fran Dwornik agreed to coordinate concessions. Denise Tillema will be sending out a volunteer list for the event.

Mr. Hudson noted that he discussed with Mia Saunders the Boosters’ offer to purchase a new backdrop. She expressed appreciation, but declined, feeling that it was not a necessary purchase.

Thespian Awards – Thespian Awards (aka Thespies) are scheduled for Wednesday, June 9. Denise Tillema is coordinating the after-ceremony reception, and she will be seeking help with donations of appetizers, fruit, cookies and punch.
